To be able to 
compose a piece 
of music inspired 
by Elgar.  

Edward Elgar was an English composer of classical music. Have a 
listen to his most famous pieces of music called the Enigma 
Variations on YouTube: 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=vLNLvcBmoqo (my favourite 
piece from this is called Nimrod, found at 14:46).  
 
I’d like you to analyse this music – how does it make you feel? Do 
you like/dislike it? Why/why not? Remember – this is 
appreciation…you don’t have to like it, but it’s great to 
APPRECIATE the talent. 
 
If you have access to GarageBand, you might be inspired by this to 
have a go at composing (making) your own version of this music. 
Elgar tends to use lots of stringed instruments – violins, cellos – 
because they create beautiful, lengthened sounds. Have a go!
