Ways to help at home

Please help your child by encouraging them
to learn all their timetables off by heart. TT
Rockstars is great for this!

In addition to this, any practise that the
children could do to secure their written
methods of all operations would be great.
Also estimating and ordering numbers, in-
cluding going to negative numbers. Adding
or subtracting 10, 100 or 1000 to /from a
number will help with children’s knowledge
of place value.

Key Vocabulary
