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Geography: To know what a compass is and how it is used.  

Geography: To know the compass directions: North, East, 
South and West, and directional language, including: North, 
East, South and West.

Computing: The children will write a list of 
instructions on how to use a laptop or an Ipad.

Science: To know animals, including humans, have 
offspring which grow into adults.   

Science: The children will identify the names of different 
animals and offspring, including: chick, chicken, lamb, 
sheep and cow, calf. We will also identify vocabulary for 
humans, including: adult, child and infant. 

DT: To know how to build or create according to design 
criteria. (Session 2) 

 

 
To know and describe the basic needs of animals, 
including humans for survival. (water, food and air).  

The children will use secondary resources to find 
answers to their questions. For example – Using videos 
to identify the basic needs and how these differ between 
different animals. (Grazing, shelter etc).  

To know the physical and human features of the school 
grounds, including: hill, forest, trees, vegetation, 
buildings, road, car park, playground and lodge.
