English 
Objectives to be covered this term  
Writing 
• Use phonic knowledge to write words in 
ways which match their spoken sounds 

• Write some irregular common words 
• Sequence sentences to form short narratives.  
• Re-read sentences to check they make sense.  
• Discuss what has been written by their peers 
and teacher.  

• Spell some words correctly and others pho-
netically plausibly. 
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Ways to help at home 
• Read with your child for at least 10 minutes 
every day and after reading, ask them com-
prehension questions about what they have 
read. 

• Practice letter formation  
• Retell stories that you have read at home. 
• Encourage independent writing/reading at 
home. 

• Writing sentences using correct punctuation, 
including full stops, capital letters and finger 
space.

Maths 
 
Objectives to be covered this term  
 

  - To know how to add numbers within 20 
using number bond knowledge.  

  - To know how to subtract numbers within 
20, crossing the 10.  

  - To know how to count forwards and 
backwards within 50.  

  - To know how to compare two sets of 
objects using the language more than, less 
than and equal to. 

  - To know how to count up in 2’s up to 
50.  

  - To know how to count up in 5’s up to 
50.  

   

Ways to help at home 
 Continue practise reading number up to 

and past 100.  
 Continue to practise writing numbers 

from 0—50 in numerals and words.  
 Use objects to support with adding and 

subtracting.  
 Organise toys or cubes into groups of 2s 

5s and 10s.  
 Organise toys or Lego blocks etc into 

groups of 2s and 5s. Count the number 
of groups to make a number sentence. 
For example, 5x2=10 (Five groups of 
two makes ten) or 10 items divided by 5 
groups makes 2. 

 

Key Vocabulary 
 

Our topic for the Spring term is ‘Bright Lights, Big City’ We will launch the topic by investigat-
ing where the United Kingdom is located on a map along with England, Scotland, Northern 
Ireland and Wales. We will be looking at the characteristics of countries and cities. The chil-

dren will also be looking at the Great Fire of London and the significance of this event and to 
be able to retell the events in chronological order. We will be learning key words related to 

this, so you can help at home by helping your child read and recognise them.

This home-

work will be revision of work covered in class. In addition to this, please read with your child
