Objectives to be covered this term  
 
  - To know how to count in groups of 10’s. 

  - To know how to count in equal groups 
of 2, 5 and 10. 

  - To know sharing as a model of division. 

  - To know how to describe position, direc-
tion and movement including whole, half, 
quarter and three-quarter turns.  

  - To know how to count forwards and 
backwards within 100. 

  - To know the value of different currency 
of coins. 

  - To know how to tell the time to the 
nearest hour on an analogue clock. 

  - To know how to find half of a shape. 

Ways to help at home 
 Continue practise reading number up to 

and past 100.  
 Continue to practise writing numbers 

from 0—50 in numerals and words.  
 Use objects to support with adding, sub-

tracting and dividing. 
 Organise toys or cubes into groups of 2s 

5s and 10s.  
 Look at the time on different clocks/

devices to show 24hour and analog 
times.  

 Find half of different items such as a 
chocolate bar, pizza an apple. How do 
we know it is half?  

 Look at money and the different values 
each coin holds
